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How to Use the Certificates, Certification & Accreditation Mark

ICPL Policy: “The use of ICPL & ASCB(E) mark is for organisations whose management system have been assessed by ICPL for fulfilling the requirements  of a given standard scheme in reference of the activities, addresses and duration”.
	ICPL Guidelines

	#
	Do’s (ICPL certified organisation may…)

	1
	The certification mark and other accompanying certification mark may be applied only with regard to the organisations named & address(es) on the certificate. 

	2
	Use the mark as it is designed & developed by ICPL (refer page 3/3)

	3
	Print the mark as given colour combination with its shape and size (refer page 3/3)

	4
	Use the mark on correspondence, advertising and promotional material, internal walls and doors and on exhibition stands relating to your certification, provided such material/information is not misleading

	5
	Display your scope of certification on electronic media

	7
	Display the mark on vehicles without the certificate number provided that the organization name or trademark is displayed adjacent to it

	8
	Marks and references to certification must be applied so as to avoid ambiguity

	9
	Add the management standard beneath the mark so long as it is legible ISO 9001 (refer page 3/3)

	10
	Use the mark on electronic media accompanied by your certificate number

	11
	The certified organisation shall STOP using the marks or making references for its certification status when the organisation (i) has not fulfilled the requirement of ISO 17021:2005 and (ii) has received a NOTICE of withdrawal of certificate.

	12
	Use the mark embossed or stamped onto paper

	13
	If larger boxes or on large size packaging material used for transportation, a clear statement must be included to the effect that the product contained therein was manufactured in a facility with [quality or environmental] management systems certified as being in conformity with [specific standard like ISO 9001, ISO 14001].

	14
	Where relevant, a certificated organisation in receipt of a NOTICE of Change of Certificated Status for WITHDRAWAL of certificate, shall advise those of its stakeholders and others who would have a reasonable interest, such as trading partners, customers and registration agencies

	15
	The certificated organisation shall amend its use of certificates, marks and references to its certificated status if it has been advised via a NOTICE of Change of Certificated Status that its SCOPE of certification has been reduced or amended.

	16
	Organisations should note that accreditation status with ASCB(E) is only valid if the organisation is in good financial and technical standing with it’s certification body.

	#
	Don’ts (ICPL certified organisation may not...)

	1
	Do not use the mark associate companies of the certificated organisation may not display or make any reference to the organizations certificated status.

	2
	The mark may not be used on a product or packaging in a manner that implies or could be interpreted as denoting product conformity.

	3
	Do not use the mark without the certificate number written adjacent to it, except on vehicles

	4
	Do not use the mark on product certificates, (e.g. certificates of analysis, conformity, calibration certificates or testing certificates)

	5
	Do not display the mark on a product, or its packaging

	7
	Do not use the mark in association with any activity, service or product outside the scope of certification

	8
	Do not use the mark on presentation-style certificates (academic qualification)

	9
	Do not use the mark in promoting or advertising any organization other than those registered with ICPL

	10
	Do not place the ASCB(E) accreditation mark in isolation or independently from the ICPL mark.

	11
	Mark shall not be used by an ICPL client on any document unless the document relates in whole or in part to certification activities of ICPL.

	12
	Do not use accreditation marks on vehicles, flags or buildings.

	13
	Do not display accreditation marks in association with goods or services outside the scope of ICPL’s accreditation. 

	14
	Do not apply accreditation marks to promotional items such as diaries and calendars.

	15
	The certificated organisation shall not make future provision (i.e. placing advertisements, ordering stationary etc), for use of certificates, marks or from making reference to its certificated status if it has received a NOTICE of Change of Certificated Status for SUSPENSION of certificate.

	16
	The certified organisation shall STOP using the marks or making references for its certification status when the organisation has received a NOTICE of change of certificate status for WITHDRAWAL of certificate.
